(1923-2009) Mary Davison Bey was born in Alpena, Michigan November
16, 1923, baptized at St. Bernard’s church in 1924. She attended
Alpena schools, graduating from Alpena High school in 1941. Mary
married Arnold Edward Bey in 1948, in Detroit. Mary attended Highland
Park Junior College and Business Institute, and did post grad work at
Alpena High. She worked many years as Executive Secretary for Alpena
County Selective Service, retiring in 1973. She since worked at Peoples
Bank and Trust and Alpena Chamber of Commerce, and employed as
secretary at Alpena Community College. Over the years Mary has either
chaired or been a member of many committees and local projects, most
of her efforts with Zonta, Civic League or St. John's Altar Society. She
has also been in fund work for worthy appeals. Mary was very
community oriented, and was known by many in the community as more
than a friend. She was very fond of her family and friends. Mary died
February 22, 2009 and is buried in Evergreen Cemetery, Alpena.
